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What does it mean to be civically engaged in California today?  How does it affect recent immigrant born communities that will likely form the majority of the state?   Which groups are likely to form political coalitions in the future based on common interests and trust?  In a state that has no racial majority, come hear from one of today’s finest young state legislators as to his unique insights regarding the challenges and opportunities that the most racially and ethnically diverse state in the Union holds for us today.  

State Assemblyman Alberto Torrico has been called a “rising voice” by the San Jose Mercury News and elected “Legislature of the Year,” by several California organizations.   Alberto’s commitment to social justice for underrepresented and poor communities in his district and the state include 17 assembly bills that were signed into law with Alberto’s guidance that range from serving senior citizens to immigrant communities.  Alberto’s parents are immigrants from Bolivia and his mother is of Japanese descent. In April 2006, he was elected by his peers to serve as Chair of the Asian Pacific Islander Legislative Caucus. He is also an active member of the Legislative Latino Caucus, and is the first person to belong to the two ethnic caucuses.
