
Before You Start Your Business Checklist
Based upon the SCU MOBI curriculum, here is a checklist to help guide your launch!

o You have drafted a business plan for your business/venture.

o You have established the following for your business:
o Name of your business (including DBA that has been registered and secured).
o Definition and description of products or services your business will offer.
o Ways and places where products/services will be available for purchase. (When and where the

customer will buy from you.)
o Demand and sustainability for this business based on target customers and the market.
o Price point of the products/services.
o Any limitations of your product/service as well as how to work around them.

o You have researched the primary competitors/best competition in the market including:
o Direct Competitors
o Indirect Competitors

o Your business will be: (please select all that apply)
o Home-Based
o Freelance
o Independent
o Online/Ecommerce
o Storefront/Brick and Mortar

o Your business will be run/operated in:
