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California Racial Justice Act: What is it?

“The California Racial Justice Act (CRJA), enacted in 2020 and further amended in
2022, introduced a first-of-its kind test for actionable racial disparity even in the
absence of a showing of intent, allowing for relief when the ‘totality of the evidence
demonstrates a significant difference’ in charging, conviction, or sentencing across
racial groups when compared to those who are ‘similarly situated’ and who have

engaged in ‘similar conduct.” [emphasis added]

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Controls can create invalid (dissimilar) comparisons

“... if more Black people are arrested per criminal activity, it may be that the
evidence against Black defendants is, on average, weaker than that against Whites,
and therefore observing identical or similar rates of prosecution or conviction per
arrest would actually be consistent with disparate treatment of Black and White
defendants. In this instance, the conditioning variable—arrests—is not itself race
neutral, and does not provide a comparison of similarly situated individuals. ”
