SCU does not give transfer credit for P/NP, CR, S, or courses with a grade of C- or lower. Grades are not

transferable to SCU, only units.

The following courses are not transferrable: most first-year seminars, internships, professional
development courses, independent study courses, workshops, most physical education courses, remedial

English and remedial mathematics courses.

Santa Clara University only accepts University of California transferable courses. In addition, SCU does
not allow the following Ventura College UC transferrable courses to transfer for credit: courses. To view
all Ventura College’s UC transferable courses, visit www.assist.org.
